Memorandum of Understanding

Between

International Association of Machinists and Aerospace Workers

And

Bonneville Power Administration

Subject: Compressed Work Schedule for Heavy Mobile Equipment Mechanic (HMEM) Crews

This memorandum of understanding documents an agreement between the International Association of Machinists and Aerospace Workers and Bonneville Power Administration and serves to supplement the existing Joint Interpretation of Paragraph 1-23.03. D., dated January 2000.  All provisions of the January 2000 Joint interpretation apply except as modified by the following provisions:

1. A compressed work schedule may be worked only at locations at which 2 or more Heavy Mobile Equipment Mechanics are duty-stationed.

2. When working a compressed schedule, the HMEM crew will stagger the schedule to provide 5-day coverage, Monday thru Friday (e.g., one or more employees work Monday through Thursday while one or more employees work Tuesday through Friday).  

3. Management and the Bargaining Unit Representative each retain the right to discontinue the compressed work schedule at any time, with the understanding that it will be discontinued at the start of the next pay period, provided that notice is provided to the other party and affected employees at least 5 calendar days prior to the start of such next pay period.
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
