» Adding a more WQ parameters to the dilution calculation, such as TSS, turbidity, and BOD

« Considering flow/dilution occurring at the point of discharge (side channel) rather than main
channel. Side channel will have less flow.

« Discuss considerations of incomplete lateral mixing. That is, discharge is not likely to mix with
the entire Yakima river flow as instantaneously assumed. Rather the actual dilution, for
several hundred feet, may be less because effluent could be concentrated in a plume rather
than mixed. There are empirical equations available to estimate plume dimensions and
centerline concentrations.

» Provide some rationale that discharge flows and concentrations represent reasonable worst-
case conditions

* Provide some rationale that concentrations resulting from the discharge will achieve water
quality standards and align with the level of impact referenced in the FEIS.
