The Bonneville Power Administration (BPA) has received your request for agency records made
under the Freedom of Information Act, 5 U.S.C. § 552 (FOIA). BPA received your records
request on April 9, 2021, and assigned your request tracking number BPA-2021-00567-F. Please
use that tracking number in any correspondence with the agency regarding your FOIA request.

BPA has reviewed your request and has determined that it fulfills all of the criteria of a proper
request under the FOIA and Department of Energy (DOE) FOIA regulations at Title 10, Code of
Federal Regulations, Part 1004.

Response

BPA markets wholesale electric power and transmission products and services to Northwest
electric utilities. BPA does not engage in any commercial activities related to salmon and
steelhead populations in BPA’s service area. Therefore, there are no agency records available
which would be responsive to your request.

The agency’s fish and fish habitat stewardship activities are limited to partnerships with states,
Northwest tribes, federal and local governments, non-profit entities and others to restore habatat,
protect land and water, improve passage at the dams and operate state-of-the-art salmon and
steelhead hatcheries. As described on BPA’s public website, the agency supports healthy fish
and wildlife populations while supplying electricity from the nation’s largest source of clean
power — the federal dams on the Columbia and Snake Rivers. Additional information on these
agency activities can be found at https://www.bpa.gov/efw/FishWildlife/Pages/default.aspx.




BPA carries out its mission by implementing the Columbia Basin Fish & Wildlife Program,
which is developed by the Northwest Power and Conservation Council and funded by BPA’s
electricity ratepayers to help protect and enhance fish and wildlife affected by the federal
hydropower dams.

(The Office of Hearings and
Appeals prefers to receive appeals by email.) The appeal must contain all the elements required
by 10 C.F.R. § 1004.8, including a copy of the determination letter. Thereafter, judicial review
will be available to you in the Federal District Court either (1) in the district where you reside,
(2) where you have your principal place of business, (3) where DOE’s records are situated, or (4)
in the District of Columbia.
